Cell Global Blueprint Conference."

With attendees far-rang-
ing, from around the world, such as Chi-
na, Egypt, and India, to Brazil, Spain,
and Britain, the mission of Dr. Fehlings's
Conference in May 2010, is "to engage
international stakeholders to develop a
set of guidelines to assist the safe and
timely translation of stem cells for spi-

No doubt, one of the important issues
at Dr Fehlings's Stem Cell Conference
shall be consideration of the global ethi-
cal policies and ethos of stem cells, in
both research and treatments.

While researchers in nations like
Canada and the United States are still
doing their research using rudimental
animal subjects, such as mice; other
nations are already allowing stem cell
TREATMENT for human patients. In
fact, there have been several prominent
cases of Canadians paralyzed by spinal
injury, seeking such stem cell treatments
in nations such as China, Portugal and
India.

With China as one of the world's

Like China, Africa recognizes that the
world is indeed a global village, and that
the future of our people and nations lie
in seeking to leverage our riches and re-
sources today.

HISTORY MADE IN A TORONTO COFFEE SHOP - TWICE?!

Continued from p(1)

2010 Toronto --History is
being made now already.
Within decades, ethnic mi-
norities shall become majori-
ties in major cities of Canada
and the entire U.S. Compa-
nies are seeking consumers;
politicians and political parties
seeking voters are racing to
outreach to these emerging,
dynamic ethnic communities.

As to history-making in a
coffee shop? Firstly, on March
25, 2010, in Toronto, Cana-
da's largest city, city Council-
lor Rob Ford, made history,
announcing his candidacy, "I
am running for Mayor." Histo-
ry-making, because this is the
first Mayoralty candidate in re-
cent Toronto history who has
ever been labelled both as a
"serious contender" by his
admirers; and as a "redneck,"
"buffoon," and a "racist," by
his critics.

Is
this a good sign of multicultur-
alism? With Councillor Ford's
announcement, another Cau-
casian, white male joined the
pack of leading contenders in
the race for Mayor of Cana-
da's largest city --a city where
the visible minority population
shall be the majority by 2031
(reported by official Canadian
government agency, Statistics
Canada, March 2010)

What are the implications
of race newcomer, Councillor
Ford, to Toronto's mayoralty
race, and the future of Can-
ada's largest city? What are
the issues, positions of Coun-
cillor Ford and the other lead-
ing candidates vis-a-vis the
various ethnic communities,
the Ethiopian, pan African,
and broader Toronto and Ca-
nadian society, and the world?
Toronto is one of the world's
most ethnically-diverse cities.
In the next few months, leading
up to the city election on Oc-
tober 25, 2010, Hawarya and
| promise to dig deep for you,
the readers, explore these is-
sues, interview the candidates
for Mayor and Councillors, for
you, the people of Toronto.

we begin with Councillor Rob
Ford. Why? Because, that
is how | both came to meet
Hawarya Publisher Muluken
Muchie, and came to write this
article to you. At a small, lo-
cal Toronto coffee shop where
Rob Ford invited a small group
of media, friends and support-
ers, to announce to them and
the world that "l am running
for Mayor."

First, first impressions
of Publisher Muchie. Like
many respected, success-
ful community and business
leaders, Mr Muchie was soft-
spoken, gracious, humble as
he introduced to me, the fas-
cinating history of his commu-
nity, Ethiopia Africa. Humble,
as | had to delve into his won-
derful personal story of suc-
cess, triumph over adversity:
he was a refugee from Ethio-
pia, who cried in despair af-
ter landing in Sudan; working
hard, his efforts recognized,
before subsequently being
sponsored to Canada by the
government of Canada and
lived in Toronto, where he ap-
plied and successfully gradu-
ated from York University, and
founded this paper, Hawarya,
(the word means "apostle" in
English) now one of Canada's
largest and oldest Canadian
Ethiopian, pan-African news-
papers... How amazing.

What about me? | am from
the Chinese Canadian com-
munity, today one of the most
successful and dynamic immi-
grant waves to Canada; and
now according to Canada's
official census, the second
most spoken language in To-
ronto, and the third most spo-
ken in Canada. My parents
immigrating to Canada in the
1950's, overcoming racism
("Chink Chinaman, go home"),
meeting the many wonder-
ful, decent Canadians; meet-
ing each other and marrying;
working hard to become suc-

cessful, respected business
and community leaders)! Like
other stories about ethnic im-
migrant waves to Toronto, |
found Ethiopia and Ethiopian
Toronto community  history
both sad and inspiring! From
famine in the 1980's that killed
over 1 million people, to eco-
nomic and government col-
lapse in the 1990's, Ethiopian
Canadians now are emerg-
ing as a new, vibrant com-
munity in Toronto, numbering
over 40,000 in Metro Toronto.
Seeing significant parallels to
the Chinese Canadian experi-
ence in Toronto, | must admit, |
warmed quickly to the candid,
articulate, ever-smiling, Mu-
luken Muchie.

By the way, this is how
| came to write this article,
and offered to write more po-
litical analysis on the upcom-
ing election. While we were
awaiting Rob Ford's arrival on
March 25, 2010, we chatted. |
told Mr Muchie that | grew up
around politics and ethnic and
community relations, as my
family raised me to strive al-
ways to seek outreach and un-
derstanding between peoples,
communities, nations. Muchie
told me, he wanted that too,
for his Hawarya readership
and the peoples of Toronto
and the world too! Another
moment of history-making
in that little coffee shop on
Queen Street?!

Rob Ford had invited us
to the coffee shop, promis-
ing a "big announcement."
Something "history-mak-
ing?!" Muchie and | asked to-
gether, to Ford directly, as he
walked into the coffee shop,
shortly after 7 a.m.

Ford smiled, offered us do-
nuts, and swore us to secre-
¢y, as he replied, that he was
waiting for a busload of friends
and supporters to arrive, and
then he would be saying aloud
to them, this morning, for the

first time in public, and then on
640 AM radio, to the people
of city of Toronto, that he was
indeed running for Mayor.

Soitwasthatin thatlittle local
Toronto coffee shop, on Queen
Street, Publisher Muchie and |
watched history being made.
Muluken Muchie: Ethiopia Af-
rican refugee; turned newspa-
per Publisher and respected
African Canadian community
member; now also witness to
next chapter of Toronto history
in the making! Whether or not,
Rob Ford wins --especially, if
Rob Ford wins-- the mayoralty
race of Toronto, Toronto is for-
ever changed. On March 25,
2010, Rob Ford, a new right-
wing candidate announced,
arguably, THE most right-wing
candidate yet, in the race for
Mayor --in a city facing ever
increasing taxes and users
fee; declining services; a $9.2
Billion budget, projected prop-
erty tax increases of 40% over
the next 4 years!

What about Rob Ford's pol-
icies? We shall examine those
along with the other candi-
dates in the days and months
to come. But given Hawarya's
dynamic community and
readership, and the multicul-
tural dynamism of Toronto, we
wanted today, to explore the
racism charges hurled against
Rob Ford, the man who would
be Mayor of Toronto, and one
of the world's most ethnically
diverse cities. A city where
by 2031, the visible minority
population shall become the
majority. If Rob Ford fails on
this issue of human respect
and diversity, there should be
no need to speak about him
or any of his policy positions.

So while waiting for that
busload of Rob Ford sup-
porters, Mr Muchie and | had
a special, quiet moment with
the candidate, the man who
would be king?! We put it
bluntly, "what about the critics
who call Rob Ford, a racist?
What about his 2008 com-
ments about "Orientals work-
ing like dogs?"

Ford laughed, his answers
direct and down-to-earth,
as we learned is indeed his
style. Firstly, Ford said, now
warming to the critic charges
of racism: how many people
know his family company,
Deco Label, where many
workers and top manage-
ment are ethnic Canadians.
“In fact, we are probably more
multicultural than the city of To-
ronto," Ford said, his tone, half
joke, half challenge. Secondly,
Ford notes, he has coached a
boys football team in Toronto,
and founded a Toronto-wide
football program, to assist

underprivileged boys, so they
can channel their energy into
the joys and challenges of
sport. "Where is the media on
that story?" Ford laments.

And what about that publicly
recorded statement that Rob
Ford made in 2008: "Orientals
work like dogs" that caused a
media fervor, and the occupa-
tion of city hall, outside of his
office?

"A false issue, created by
my critics," Ford replies. "Ev-
eryone knows, this phrase is
meant as a compliment, to
Orientals, to anyone it is said
to. This phrase has a history,
a context, a meaning in this
country; that we appreciate
and recognize the personal
and work ethos and ethics
of Asian peoples, of all the
decent, hard-working people
of Toronto... whose hard-
earned wages and taxes are
being mistreated, wasted now
by Mayor Miller, his supporters
on Council, and other politi-
cians, including several of my
opponentsinthe Mayor'srace.
Ford was obviously thinking in
mayoralty mode already!

So thankfully, the frighten-
ing racism charges against
Rob Ford may be for not.
We shall explore his answers
against the charges of racism,
and report back to you. As
to Ford's public policies and
their effect on the ethnic com-
munities, all the peoples of To-
ronto and Canada? We shall
explore these, in the coming
months with you. More taxes,
less taxes? More services, less
services? A vision of a city
and a world emerging from re-
cession, or heading into dou-
ble-dipped recession?! Stay
tuned.

Ford, Smitherman, Panta-
lone, Rossi, Thomson. And
others... By the way, the only
Chinese candidate to the may-
oralty race, thus far, Mr Sonny
Yeung is complaining that the
‘mainstream media" is not
giving appropriate media time
to his voice and that of other
minority candidates.

No doubt, history is being
made in Toronto by these can-
didates, who would be king
--who would be Mayor of one
of the most ethnically diverse
and well known cities in the
world.

Under the leadership of the
next Mayor, Toronto shall be
either a wasteland of lost op-
portunities and squandered
tax dollars, or a future dy-
namic, global multicultural city
of vibrant business, cultural
and social opportunities to the
peoples of Toronto, Canada
and the world.
