Women made their history by .
demanding their rights, for Let us get organized,
equal pay for equal work and women need to!

for the right to vote. Until the

70's women's eligibility was
only theoretical or symbolical
everywhere.

They obliged the UN to
sponsor meetings by 1975
and International Women's
day was officially celebrated
in 1977. The 1st World
conference on women was
organized in 1975 in Mexico,
the 2nd in Copenhagen, the
3rd in Nairobi, the 4th in
Beijing in 1995 and the 5th
in New York .

In 2005 a worldwide march
was organized in many
countries culminating at the
conference in New York.
2010 was dubbed
Beiging+15 by CEDAW, as a
reminder of the goals that
still need to be achieved
since 1995.

Today, women are active
within the World Social
Forum which has branches in
all continents and called
international meetings in
Porto Allegro, Brazil, all over
the world, Mumbai, Bamakao,

Istanbul etc. “Another world
i nnacihla”

Women should get
organized wherever they
may be.

We should all say to
ourselves “If not me
who, if not now when”
Pass the message that
women’s rights are a
human rights question
Stand firm concerning
harmful traditions,
which we ourselves must
get rid of.

Keep in mind that the
Girl Child deserves a
better life anywhere in
the world.

Create networks
amongst Ethiopian
women who live nearby.
The most downtrodden
are the majority in
Ethiopia so we should
stay focused on the need
for fundamental
changes that will make a
difference for the most
impoverished women.
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
