GIANT CRACK IN ETHIOPIA
WILL CREATE A NEW OCEAN

A 35-mile rift in the desert
of Ethiopia will likely be-
come a new ocean eventual-
ly, researchers now confirm.

The crack, 20 feet wide in
spots, opened in 2005 and
some geologists believed
then that it would spawn a
new ocean. But that view
was controversial, and the
rift had not been well stud-
ied. A new study involving
an international team of
scientists and reported in
the journal Geophysical Re-
search Letters finds the pro-
cesses creating the rift are
nearly identical to what goes
on at the bottom of oceans,
further indication a sea is in
the region's future.

The same rift activity is
slowly parting the Red Sea,
too. Using newly gathered
seismic data from 2005,
researchers  reconstructed
the event to show the rift
tore open along its entire
35-mile length in just days.
Dabbahu, a volcano at the
northern end of the rift,
erupted first, then magma
pushed up through the mid-
dle of the rift area and began
"unzipping” the rift in both
directions, the researchers
explained in a statement to-

day.

"We know that seafloor
ridges are created by a simi-
lar intrusion of magma into
a rift, but we never knew
that a huge length of the
ridge could break open at
once like this," said Cindy
Ebinger, professor of earth
and environmental sciences
at the University of Roch-
ester and co-author of the

study.
The result shows that
highly  active  volcanic

boundaries along the edges
of tectonic ocean plates
may suddenly break apart
in large sections, instead of
in bits, as the leading theo-
ry held. And such sudden
large-scale events on land
pose a much more serious
hazard to populations living
near the rift than would sev-
eral smaller events, Ebinger
said.

"The whole point of this
study is to learn whether
what is happening in Ethio-
pia is like what is happening
at the bottom of the ocean
where it's almost impossible
for us to go," says Ebinger.
"We knew that if we could
establish that, then Ethio-
pia would essentially be a
unique and superb ocean-
ridge laboratory for us. Be-

cause of the unprecedented
cross-border collaboration
behind this research, we
now know that the answer
is yes, it is analogous.”

The African and Arabian
plates meet in the remote
Afar desert of Northern
Ethiopia and have been
spreading apart in a rifting
process - at a speed of less
than 1 inch per year - for
the past 30 million years.
This rifting formed the 186-
mile Afar depression and
the Red Sea. The thinking is
that the Red Sea will even-
tually pour into the new sea
in a million years or so. The
new ocean would connect
to the Red Sea and the Gulf
of Aden, an arm of the Ara-
bian Sea between Yemen on
the Arabian Peninsula and
Somalia in eastern Africa.

Atalay Ayele, professor at
the Addis Ababa University
in Ethiopia, led the inves-
tigation, gathering seismic
data with help from neigh-
boring Eritrea and Ghebre-
brhan Ogubazghi, profes-
sor at the Eritrea Institute
of Technology, and from
Yemen with the help of Ja-
mal Sholan of the National
Yemen Seismological Ob-
servatory Center.

Refugees call for efforts to save the
only library in Kakuma Camp as the
building threatens to collapse and li-
brarians lose their job due to budget
cuts.

The Kakuma Refugee Camp Library
in Ethiopian Community

It is difficult to imagine a library
lacking a building, shelves, lighting,
and a librarian, but this is precisely
what Kakuma residents are worried
may soon be the state of the area’s
only library.

Extensive termite damage and bud-
get cuts are threatening the library’s
future... Mr. Admasu, the librar-
ian, reports that the wooden frames
of doors, windows, and the book
shelves have been eaten by termites.
The cracks in the walls and floors of
the building have not been repaired.
The library operates without lighting
because the exhausted solar batteries
have not been replaced due to lack of
funds.

And now, the library is expected to
operate without a librarian. For ten
years, the library was staffed by two
librarians and a watchman who re-
ceived incentive payments from LWF
(Lutheran World Federation). But in
January 2009, LWF cut payments to
librarians and only continue to pay
one security guard.

Despite the loss of his job, Mr. Ad-
masu continues to volunteer his time
to keep the library running.

“A testament to creativity and inge-
nuity”

According to Mr. Admasu, the li-
brary was established in 1991 in
Walden Refugee Camp, 125 km from
the Ethiopian border with Kenya at
Moyale. The first books were contrib-
uted by refugees themselves.

In 1993, the refugees at Walden
Camp were relocated to Kakuma, and
the library migrated with them. The
new Kakuma Library was opened
under the shade of a tree until LWF
supported its construction with mate-
rials and labor in 1994... Don Bosco,
another NGO in Kakuma, supported
the library with shelves, benches, and
chairs. Books were contributed by in-
dividuals and Book Aid International,
an organization based in the UK.

But the building established by LWF
was a mud-brick structure and could
not cope with service demands. The
librarian submitted a proposal for a
renovated building to the Japanese
government, who approved the proj-
ect.

In the year 2000, the Japanese Gov-
ernment visited Kakuma Camp with
the Wakaohiat Project. They donated
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SAVE OUR LIBRARY!

1.5 million Ksh for the construction of

a more suitable library building. The
new building allowed the library to
offer evening reading hours through
a solar-powered lighting system. (The
batteries eventually died and the unit
can no longer be used.)

One of these Japanese representa-
tives, Kariaki, played a great role dur-
ing the construction of the library. He
later passed away tragically in a car
accident on the road between Lodwar
and Kakuma. The community contin-
ues to remember his excellent service
for refugees. Mr. Admasu estimates
that the library currently boasts a col-
lection of about 30,000 books, includ-
ing selections in English, Ambaric,
Kiswahili, and Somali. Books are
ordered under the Dewey Decimal
classification. Books range from liter-
ary classics, encyclopedias, almanacs,
dictionaries, maps, news media, and
books of various disciplines, includ-
ing curriculum books and children’s
stories. The library also maintains
an archive of all past editions of the
Kakuma News Bulletin (KANEBU),
the previous refugee print newsletter
which disappeared around 2005.

According to Mr. Admasu, the li-
brary is visited by about 200 readers
daily, including refugees, humanitar-
ian workers, and local community
members. Members are allowed to
borrow books and other reference
materials by request.

The library’s long-term success has
impressed many visitors to the camp.
Zachary Lomo, a PhD Candidate at
Cambridge University, visited the li-
brary in December 2008. He declared,
“This library is a testament to refu-
gees creativity and ingenuity; they
are not just people to give 500 grams
of cereals”

Essential community resource

The library, located among a shady
grove of trees in the Ethiopian Com-
munity, is seen as an oasis in the
camp. “This library is a melting pot
of knowledge for all communities in
the camp with no exclusion,” says Mo-
hamed, a Somali community leader
and avid reader.

Mohamed says he was delighted to
discover the library after arriving in
Kakuma in 1997 from a refugee camp
in Mombasa. “I did not have much
to read here, but a friend of mine in-
formed me that there was a big library
in the Ethiopian community. The next
day I went to the library. It was a mag-

nificent building shaded with natural
trees and manmade tree fencing that
helped the library by breaking wind,
dust, and creating mild tempera-
tures”

Jacky, a regular reader who has
completed secondary school and has
worked with Film Aid International,
says the library is an essential com-
munity resource. “All categories of
people come here to this library. There
is empowerment in reading—it may
benefit students who study in Kenyan
colleges and the WISK [scholarship]
program, or other students. Even for
employment they come here and get
information from magazines, news-
papers, periodicals, etc”

Jacky notes that these benefits ex-
tend to youth and families. “It helps
parents because the children come
enjoy reading in the library instead of
going to bad places, like money games
and drug abuse,” she says.

But regular readers note that the
presence of girl readers is rare. “I ob-
serve that you can rarely see girls read-
ing in the library, so the mobilization
of girls is necessary, says Mohamed.

Readers at the library are pleased
with the librarians’ services. “The staff
of the library know their profession
properly and are committed to the
duty;” says Mohamed.

Appeals for UNHCR and NGO sup-

port

Mr. Admasu says the library would
like to offer internet access to read-
ers, but lack of funding has so far sty-
mied the idea. He says the librarians
are appealing to UNHCR and NGO
agencies for funding support in this
initiative. Community members who
benefit from the library’s services be-
lieve humanitarian agencies should
support the refugee camps only li-
brary. “I think LWF and other NGOs
should fund the library because the
library empowers the students of pri-
mary and secondary school as well as
college students,” says Jacky.

“If we leave the library like this,” she
continues, “It will collapse. Before this
happens, all the concerned agencies
should be involved in repair work as
soon as possible”

“In my view, LWE Windle Trust Ke-
nya, Jesuit Refugee Services, and UN-
HCR will not let the library collapse.

They should be guardians of this li-
brary,” states Mohamed.

KANERE attempted to reach the
UNHCR Community Services Of-
ficer, Menbere Dawit, for comment.
At the UNHCR main gate, a security
guard called Ms. Dawit by phone and
informed her that a KANERE jour-
nalist wished to speak to her. She re-
sponded that she was too busy to see
the reporter

INTO HEALTH CARE FOR ONTARIO

TORONTO (November 2, 2009) - Sunny-
brook Health Sciences Centre today launched
the most ambitious fundraising campaign in its
history. The Campaign for Sunnybrook seeks to
raise $470 million, along with $300 million in
matching government support, to accelerate the
pace of medical research, promote the transla-
tion of scientific advances into new life-saving
treatments, and expand its ability to provide life-
saving care to the people of Toronto, the GTA
and Ontario.

“The pace of medical discovery has never been
faster than it is right now;” said Dr. Barry McLel-
lan, president and CEO of Sunnybrook Health
Sciences Centre. “At the same time, the health
care needs of the people we serve are growing
atan unprecedented rate. Sunnybrook has kept
ahead of that pace with world-class innovations.
But we have to keep going. Our community
needs more and they need it now?”

“The needs of the people served by Sunny-
brook are significant;,” said David Leslie, chair of
Sunnybrook’s board of directors. “The chemo-
therapy suites at Sunnybrooks Odette Cancer
Centre treat 18,000 patients a year. They were
designed for 5,000. One in 10 women in Can-
ada with breast cancer will be treated at Sunny-
brook. These women need a centre dedicated
to the research and treatment of their disease.
The cardiac intensive care unit at the Schulich
Heart Centre is over 40 years old. Our neonatal
intensive care unit is over-crowded. Sometimes
there’s room for only one parent to visit a criti-
cally ill baby”

OTTAWA - At a
meeting of the Standing
Committee on Citizen-
ship and Immigration,
the Honourable Jim

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WEALTHY NATIONS OUTSOURCE CROPS TO
ETHIOPIA’S FARMLAND

TREND IS DRIVEN IN PART BY LAST YEAR’S GLOBAL FOOD CRISIS

BAKO, Ethiopia - In recent months, the
Ethiopian government began marketing
abroad one of the hottest commodities in
an increasingly crowded and hungry world:

40- to 99-year contracts to farm vast tracts
of land.Governments across Southeast
Asia, Latin America, and especially Africa
are seizing the chance to attract this new
breed of investors, wining and dining ex-
ecutives, creating land-leasing agencies and
land catalogs to showcase their offerings of
earth. In Africa alone, experts estimate that
about 50 million acres - roughly the size
of Nebraska - have been leased in the past
two years.The trend is driven in part by last
year’s global food crisis. Relatively wealthy
countries are shoring up their food supplies
by growing staple crops abroad. The desert
kingdom of Saudi Arabia, for instance, is
shifting wheat production to Africa. The
government of India, where land is crowd-
ed and overfarmed, is offering incentives to
companies to carve out mega farms across
the continent.

Increasingly, though, purely profit-seek-
ing companies are snatching up land, mak-
ing a simple, if somewhat grim, calculation.
As one Saudi-backed businessman here put
it, “The population of the world is increas-
ing dramatically, so land and food supplies
will be short, demand will be higher, and
prices will rise”The scale and pace of the
land scramble has alarmed policymakers
and others concerned about the implica-
tions for food security in countries such as
Ethiopia, where officials recently appealed
for food aid for about 6 million people as
drought devastates parts of East Africa. The
UN Food and Agriculture Organization is
in the midst of a food security summit in
Rome where some of the 62 heads of state
attending are to discuss a code of con-
duct to govern land deals, which are being
struck with little public input.“These con-
tracts are pretty thin,” said David Hallam,
a deputy director at the UN organization.
“You see statements from ministers where
they’re basically promising everything with
no controls, no conditions.”

The harshest critics of the practice con-
jure bleak images of poor Africans starving
as food is hauled off to rich countries. Some
express concern that decades of industrial
farming will leave good land spoiled even
as local populations surge. And skeptics
also say the political contexts cannot be ig-
nored.

“We don't trust this government,” said
Merera Gudina, a leading opposition figure
here who accuses Prime Minister Meles
Zenawi of Ethiopia of using the land policy

to hold on to power. “We are afraid this
government is buying diplomatic support
by giving away land” But many experts are
cautiously hopeful, saying that big agribusi-
ness could feed millions by industrializing
agriculture in countries such as Ethiopia,
where about 80 percent of its 75 million
people are farmers who plow their fields
with oxen. “If these deals are negotiated
well, I tell you, it will change the dynamics
of the food economy in this country; said
Mafa Chipeta, the UN group’s representa-
tive in Ethiopia, dismissing the worst-case
scenarios.

“I can't believe Ethiopia or any other gov-
ernment would allow their country to be
used like an empty womb. The human spir-
it would not allow it” Few countries have
embraced the trend as zealously as Ethio-
pia, where hard-baked eastern deserts fade
into spectacularly lush and green western
valleys fed by the Blue Nile. Only a quarter
of the country’s estimated 175 million fer-
tile acres is being farmed.

Desperate for foreign currency, the gov-
ernment of former Marxist rebels who
once proclaimed “land to the tiller!” has
set aside more than 6 million acres for agri-
business. Lured with 40-year leases and tax
holidays, investors are going on farm shop-
ping sprees, crisscrossing the country on
chartered flights to pick out their swaths
of Ethiopian soil. Indian companies have
committed $4.2 billion.

Anand Seth, director general of the Fed-
eration of Indian Export Organizations,
described Africa as “the next big thing” in
investment opportunities and markets. As
he stood on a little hill overlooking 30,000
acres of rich, black soil, Hanumantha Rao,
chief general manager of the Indian com-
pany Karuturi Agro Products, agreed. He
said the Ethiopian government has im-
posed few requirements on his company.

“From here,” Rao said, “you can see the
past and the future of Ethiopian agricul-
ture” From there it was possible to see a
river designated for irrigating cornfields
and rice paddies; it is no longer open
for locals to water their cows. Several
shiny green tractors bounced across the
6-mile-long field where teff, the local
grain, once grew.
