KHARTOUM, March 31 (Reuters) - South Sudan's leading party said on
Wednesday it was withdrawing its candidate for the presidency in next month's
election.

"We decided that Yasir (Arman) should end his campaign for the presidency of
the republic,” the Sudan People's Liberation Movement (SPLM) vice-chairman
Riek Machar told reporters.

Machar cited the conflict in Darfur and electoral irregularities, adding the party

Serbia's parliament approved a declaration Tuesday condemning the 1995 Serb
massacre of 8,000 Muslims in Srebrenica, in a bid to distance the country from
past warmongering under the late strongman Slobodan Milosevic.

The declaration passed with a slim majority of 127 votes in the 250-seat
parliament, after a daylong debate that underscored persisting divisions in the
country over Serbia's role in the 1990s conflict.

"The National Assembly of Serbia harshly condemns the crime committed
against the Bosnian residents of Srebrenica in July 1995 ... expressing
condolences and apology to the victims' families because not all was done to
prevent this tragedy," the declaration says.

Serb President Boris Tadic called the resolution "historic.”
