OPEN LETTER TO US AMBASSADOR DONALD BOOTH

February 3/2010

Mr. Ambassador,

SOCEPP was pleased to hear your declaration, at the Senate Hearing to approve your nomination as US ambassador to
Ethiopia, tha you would exert pressure on the Meles Zenawi regime to respect the human rights of the Ethiopian people. Not
that we have not heard such promises from previous US ambassadors who later turned to be apologists for the repressive
Regime in Addis Abeba with whom, as you yourself stated, the US has complex interests.

SOCEPP begs to differ strongly with your assertion that the “people in prisons after the aftermath of the 2005 election were
all released”. This simply is NOT true. Some 120 or so leaders and high level officials have indeed been released ( Judge Biru-
kan Midiksa is back in Kaliti, a notorious prison you should visit in Addis Abeba) but of the 50,000 other unnamed prisoners
rounded up at that there are still more than 30,000 prisoners suffering in Zwai, Bir Sheleko, Dedesa. Shoa Robit and other
such prisons. We suggest you ask the authorities to visit these prisons as well as the ones in Jijiga, Bahr Dar, Gondar, Arba
Minch and the secret prisons in Addis Abeba itself (we can supply you the locations if you so desire). SOCEPP would also like
to remind you that dozens of political prisoners (such as Tsegaye Gebre Medhin, Hagos Bezabih, Wondusirak Desta, journal-
ist Berhanu Jjigu, tarde unionist Abebe Ainekulu, Yishak Debretsion, Ms Aberash Berta, Tesfaye Kebede, Lemma Makonen
and many others) have been disappeared by the regime. Would you be the first US ambassador to show some concern on the
fate of the disappeared? We hope so.

Childhood

His Eminence Archbish-
op Abune Zena Markos
was born to his father Mr.
Begosew Wolde Tsadek
and his mother Mrs. Genet
Wolde Giorgis on Novem-
ber 2, 1937. He was born in
Dega Melza, in the district
of Ebenat, located in the
province of Gondar, Ethio-
pia. The parents of his Grace
were pious and dedicated

Christians to the Ethio-
pian Orthodox Tewahedo
faith and order. His Emi-
nence was a member of
an extended family which
tremendously helped build
and support the St. George’s
Church near St. Mary’s of
Melza Shumge. His Grace
Archbishop Abune Zena
Markos was a very bright
and gifted child. In par-
ticular, he displayed, since
his childhood remarkable
affection and love to every-
one.

Education

His Eminence started to
learn the teachings of the
Ethiopian Orthodox Tewa-
hedo Church since his early
childhood, from promi-
nent and respected spiri-
tual instructors throughout
Ethiopia. By the age of 12,
he had already completed
the basic Ethiopic tradi-
tion scholarship, such as:
Psalmody, Church hym-
nody, the office of deacon-
ate, Horologium under the
tutorship of Membhir Alemu
of St. Mary’s of Shumge. His
Grace was quick in under-
standing and learning the
Church’s teachings. Out of
his fervent desire to pursue
his theological studies, His
Eminence went to St. Mary
of Birkuakua to master reli-
gious poetry, the climax of
Ethiopic traditional schol-
arship. He also studied the
ancient Ethiopic commen-
tary of Sacred Scriptures
Archbishop Zena Markos
joined St. Hanna’s Monas-
tery in Debre Sina to learn
the Divine Liturgy from the
prominent scholar, Memhir
Abba Wolde Semaet. Since
this instructor was very
spiritual

and bestowed with God’s
grace, various hermits used
to visit him frequently. It
is worth mentioning that a
hermit once came to visit
Membhir Abba Wolde Se-
maet and thereby saw the
young Archbishop Zena
Markos and the pilgrim
hermit then asked with as-
tonishment, “Who brought
the Seraphim here?”

This was a prophecy the
hermit foretold about the
extraordinary gift of His
Eminence’s unique way
of celebrating the Divine
Liturgy and glorifying the
Almighty God. Accord-
ingly, his teacher Membhir
Abba Wolde Semaet kindly
advised His Eminence to
focus mainly on the Litur-
gical services more than
other areas of studies. His
Grace faithfully committed

himself to fulfill God’s will
throughout his ecclesiasti-
cal ministry. Furthermore,
His Eminence Archbishop
Zena Markos was elected by
His Holiness Abune Theo-
philos, the second Patriarch
of the Ethiopian Orthodox
Tewahedo Church and was
sent to Greece for

higher theological studies
and advanced research. Ac-
cordingly, His Grace com-
pleted his graduate studies
with a Master of Divinity.

Ordinance, Promotion

and Service

Upon the completion of
his extensive ecclesiasti-
cal studies, His Eminence
Archbishop Zena Markos
was ordained as a deacon
by the late Abune Michael,
the Archbishop of Gondar.
Soon after, His Grace joined
the monastery of Debra Li-
banos to deepen his theo-
logical insights and also to
enrich his spiritual voca-
tion. His Eminence went to
Zequala monastery where
he became a monk with
the blessings of Membhir
Wolde Selassie. Eventually
His Grace was ordained as
priest and rendered his
meritorious service at De-
bre Libanos monastery. In
addition, he also served as
a priest and chief adminis-
trator in various monaster-
ies and churches across the
country. In this regard, re-
markable to note is his ex-
traordinary service at Ku-
lubi Saint Gabriel Church
in the province of Harar.
After finishing his gradu-
ate studies in Greece, the
Ethiopian Orthodox Tewa-
hedo Church assigned His
Grace in its historic mon-
astery in Jerusalem. Soon
after His Eminence was
consecrated as a Bishop on
January 21, 1979, and later
became the Archbishop of
Wolega Diocese in West-
ern Ethiopia. He served
diligently his congregation
in Wolega with profound
love and dedication for six
years. From 1985 to 1991,
His Eminence was elected
twice as deputy Patriarch
under His Holiness Abune
Tekle Haimanot, the

third Patriarch of the Ethi-
opian Orthodox Tewahedo
Church and also under His
Holiness Abune Merkore-
wos, the fourth Patriarch
of the Ethiopian Orthodox
Tewahedo Church.

Life in Exile
In 1991, the current
Ethiopian People’s Revolu-

tionary Democratic Front
(EPRDF) took power and
forcefully dethroned His
Holiness Patriarch Abuna
Merkorewos. For the sake of
the stability of the Church,
His Eminence Archbishop

temporally served as the
chairperson of the Holy
Synod of the Ethiopian
Orthodox Church from
1991 to 1992. In 1992, the
EPRDF illegally assigned
its Patriarch, disregarding

the longstanding apostolic
canon of the Church. As a
result, His Eminence was
forced to leave his beloved
motherland and went to
Kenya. He then came to the
U.S.A. where he established
his Bishopric See at Mekane
Birhan St. Gabriel Ethiopian
Orthodox Tewahedo Cathe-
dral in Seattle, WA where
he resided and served faith-
fully for over 16 years. Fur-
thermore, His Eminence
Archbishop Zena Markos
extended his apostolic du-
ties all over the world, most
notably in Africa, Australia
and North America. He be-
came instrumental to the
foundation of numerous
churches in Kenya, Canada,
Australia

and the United States.
His dedication and hard
work is quite visible and
fruitful today among all
the members of the Ethio-
pian Orthodox Tewahedo
Church which are under
the auspices of the Legiti-
mate Holy Synod in exile
led by His Holiness Abune
Merkorewos Patriarch of
the Ethiopian Orthodox
Tewahedo Church.

Gebremedhin Araya, the for-
mer head of finance with the Ti-
gray People's Liberation Front,
told The Australian last night he
and his organisation had lied and
cheated authorities who were
desperate to distribute food and
money as quickly as possible to
Ethiopia's starving millions in
1985 after the Live Aid concerts
plucked the world's heartstrings.

His claims support allegations

made in a BBC radio report on
Wednesday alleging that much
of the $250 million raised to feed
Africa's starving was used to buy
arms and support corrupt war-
lords fighting to overthrow the
equally corrupt government.

Geldof told the London Times
it would be a "f . . king tragedy”
if the reports made people think
twice about giving to charity.

Mr Araya, who fell out with
the rebel leadership in late 1989
and was forced to flee the coun-

try before spending a decade in
African refugee programs wait-
ing for Australia to accept him,
now lives in a small flat in Perth's
Doubleview.

He said instead of the cash and
food being handed out to the
poor and dying, the vast major-
ity of it went into the pockets
and bellies of the warlords, who
were also being supported by
the CIA. Taking on the role of a
Muslim merchant, he convinced
the authorities that he was a piv-

otal man to deal with. He had ac-
cess to vast amounts of cash and
food.

"I'was acting as a merchant, as a
Muslim, and they (NGOs) don't
know me because my name was
Mohammed," he said. "The mon-
ey, much of it, the leaders put it
in their accounts in Western Eu-
rope . . . Some of it was used to
buy weapons. The people did not
get half a kilogram of maize.

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ETHIOPIAN AIRLINES CHIEF SAYS REPORTS ON JANUARY
CRASH ‘MISLEADING’

ETHIOPIAN AIRLINES CEO GIRMA WAKE IS A HUGELY RESPECTED FIGURE BY ETHIOPIANS
AND THE GOVERNMENT FOR PROMOTING THE AIRLINES TO WHAT IT IS TODAY

ADDIS ABABA - The head of
Ethiopian Airlines is accusing
Lebanese authorities of spreading
misinformation about the cause
of last month's plane crash that
killed 90 people.

Ethiopian Airlines Chief Execu-
tive Girma Wake says much of the
information coming from Lebanon
about the crash of flight ET409 has
been purposely meant to mislead.
The plane crashed into the sea mo-
ments after takeoff from Beirut in
stormy weather in the early morn-
ing hours of January 25.

There has been no official state-
ment about the cause of the mis-
hap. But Lebanese news agencies
have quoted government minis-
ters and sources close to the probe
saying pilot error was to blame.

Speaking to reporters Wednes-
day, Wake said those statements

appear to be politically motivated.

"If you look at people who give
out this information, these are
people who are not part of the
investigation," said Girma Wake.
"So they are politicians. And what
would that tell you. I don't want to
guess why they do this, but I can
see the sensitivity of the issue in
Lebanon, so to calm down people
they may say things, but is this the
right track to follow. I don't think
that is the right way to go."

There had been widespread re-
ports at the time of the crash that
the Boeing jetliner had exploded
in mid-air, and had been seen fall-
ing into the sea in pieces. Wake
suggested the comments by Leba-
nese ministers may have been an
attempt to pre-empt speculation
about terrorism.

"A lot of war has been going on
in Lebanon, the whole area has
been full of political turmoil,” he
said. "Divisions within countries
in the region. Because of that

people can take their own wild
guesses. The very fact it happened
at Beirut airport at time when it
is politically sensitive, does gives
people to put their own thinking
into it."

Wake urged Lebanese authori-
ties to back away from what he
called 'premature’ claims, or risk
an international incident.

"It is not in line with what our
two countries have signed for,"
said Wake. "Are we out for a big
war? I hope the investigators will
put some sense into the investiga-
tion and come out with a proper
working system, thereby avoiding
a war between nations, between
authorities, I'm hoping that may
not be necessary, but we are not
ready to accept a conclusion made
without a proper analysis."

Wake also disputed news re-
ports about the last words of the
pilot. Accounts widely circulated
on the internet say the pilot could
be heard on the cockpit voice re-

corder saying 'We're finished. God
have mercy on us'.

The airline chief said investiga-
tors had declined to tell him what
the recorder had revealed about
the final moments of the ill-fated
flight. But he said they assured
him the quote had been fabri-
cated.

Lebanese media reported this

week that a team of accident in-
vestigators had returned to Beirut
from Paris, where the flight re-
corders were taken for examina-
tion. The reports said preliminary
conclusions had been presented
to Lebanese Prime Minister Saad
Hariri, and that a full report is
likely to be made public next
week.

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KARYGIANNIS CHALLENGES CANADIAN GOVERNMENT
TO DO MORE AS CANADIAN RELIEF AGENCIES
RESPOND TO CHILE EMERGENCY
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TORONTO - The Honourable J}im
Karygiannis, Member of Parliament for
Scarborough-Agincourt, says while Ca-
nadian humanitarian agencies, such as
GlobalMedic, are deploying relief sup-
plies to Chile as quickly as possible, the
Harper government must do more to

respond.

“GlobalMedic’s Rapid Response Team
is heading to Chile to provide clean
drinking water and emergency care to
thousands of earthquake survivors.” said
Mr. Karygiannis. “The Harper govern-
ment has pledged $2 million dollars in
urgent humanitarian assistance. 1t must
do more.”

On Saturday, February 27, 2010, the
central coastal region of Chile was rocked
by an 8.8 magnitude earthquake, the
epicenter of which was near the city of
Concepcién. The Chilean President has
declared a ‘state of catastrophe.’” Devasta-
tion is widespread — buildings have been
leveled; bridges have collapsed; power has
been cut; and, eight hundred people have
died with the death toll expected to rise.
The strong, early morning earthquake
was felt 2,900 kilometers away in Sao
Paulo, Brazil. The earthquake released
about five hundred times the amount
of energy as last month’s earthquake in
Haiti and triggered a tsunami in parts of
the Pacific Region.

“The needs of the earthquake survivors
are great. In the aftermath of this trag-
edy, the Canadian government must do
all it can to provide humanitarian assis-
tance.” Mr. Karygiannis stated.

Mr. Karygiannis is urging the Harper
government to:

+ Match, dollar for dollar, money
raised by approved Canadian non-gov-
ernmental organizations and the Cana-
dian Chilean community for the victims
of the earthquake;

+ Establish a one-time special
charitable number, through Canada Rev-
enue Agency, for the Canadian Chilean
community to collect relief funds in the
next thirty days;

+ Expedite Family Class Sponsor-
ship cases from the affected region that
are in process; and,

+ Issue Visitor Visas to immediate
family members of the Canadian Chilean
community affected by the earthquake,
so they can join their relatives in Cana-

da.

The former Liberal government insti-
tuted these initiatives following the tsu-
nami of 2004.

“The Harper Conservatives can do no
less in the face of this humanitarian cri-
sis.” Mr. Karygiannis commented.
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You were recently in Haiti immediately after the earthquake.
How was your experience there?

“The disaster was really overwhelming and the sense of destruction
immense. There has been a huge destruction to buildings, property
and infrastructure. Being touched by the situation, | felt at the same
time that | had to do something for the people of Haiti. We also have
an office in Port au Prince since the past 30 years. We are specialis-
ing in community development and progress”

In what manner have the Canadians as well those from
around the world come forward to help Haiti?

"There really has been a tremendous response from countries
around the world especially Canada. Canadians rank first in per
capita giving as far as donations are concerned. And there has been
a tremendous response from many people around the world. Earth-
quakes can affect everyone and it certainly has in Haiti. The situation
in Haiti has been very tragic, a large number of people have been
affected and traumatized by the earthquake. Many people have lost
someone or the other. There have been many aftershocks in Haiti
after the big earthquake and many people are now very cautious.
There’s a lot of anxiety amongst the children”

Are the governments doing enough to support Haiti?

"There has been generous efforts from everyone. | think that after
assessing the situation, there will be more support needed from
countries around the world with an integrated approach. Aid money
has been provided to Haiti since many years but its still not very
effective and now we must come together to make a difference! ”

What do the Haitians need the most at this time? And are the
supplies reaching the normal citizens?

"There is a need for food, water and medical supplies and pharma-
ceutical drugs. There has been good progress made, yet much still
has to be done. The distribution process is slow due to the complex-
ity of the disaster but its improving everyday. World vision is feeding
around 10,000 to 15,000 different people everyday. The goal is to
feed 1.4 million people with a 15 day ration”

on his first hand account of the situation in Haiti

What more can Canadians do to help Haiti?

"We are continuing sponsorship programs for Haitians. Our work is
more on the countryside. Many parts of Haiti got affected as the
earthquake was very strong. As of today, World Vision has donated
around 16 million dollars matched by the Government until 12th Feb.
